Discussion Questions

1) Ken talked about the theme of God dwelling with his people throughout scripture.
How has this impacted how you've seen or understand your relationship with Jesus?

2) The holy spirit is meant to indwell believers as a means of relationship power and
effecting grace in our lives. How would it change our understanding of the holy spirit if
we took more seriously the holy spirit as God's manor of dwelling with his people in the
church age? Ephesians 3:16-17

3) Ken's message was called "God at the center". Whatever you're experiencing, God's
invitation is always to seek and follow him. What is one area in your life of doubt and
uncertainty where God would be asking you to continue to trust him.
